DANIEL 12: 1-13        HOW TO LIVE AT ALL TIMES       MARCH 1, 2020
( First sermon 9/22/19 --  Today is last sermon in Daniel)
READ ALL TEXT NOW: DANIEL 12:1-13
Chapter 10-12 is a unit of thought and a singular revelation. 
Antiochus, the king of the North, the Syrian king, a descendant of the Seleucus family, which name came from one of the four generals who took over the areas conquered by the late Alex the Great, is  detailed again in Ch. 11 until you get to 11:40. After that point it is about Titus and the Romans. Titus destroyed the second temple and Jerusalem in 70 A.D. as Jesus told us about in Matthew 24. And yet, some things mentioned in 11: 40-45 does not exactly fit Titus, but could only fit the final Anti-Christ. 
Baldwin  -  “Prophecy regularly exhibits this characteristic of telescoping the future, so that the more distant event appears to merge with the nearer so as to become indistinguishable from it.”
Ex. Mountain top view – It prepares us so that we know what to look for when the world is nearing the end of its age. Keeps us from following false Messiahs that will rise up in difficult times.
